She came under survey for thls purpose at Newport in August
and the deferred reports were sent for the Surveyors! guidance.
Apparently, however, they did not call your attention to the case as
the Committee considered they should have done so that you might have
had an opportunity of joining the examination during hose testing of
the shell and weather decks.

I shall, therefore, be glad if you will take the matter up
with the Yewport Surveyors accordingly.
