With refaerence to your letter of the
19th Pebruary last raspecting the Steamer "CLARA"™,
I have to say that it 1s notsd that arrangements
will be made for a 3" direct bilge suction from the
ballast pump to be led tc the starboard bilge of
the Engine Room and this 1s in order.

The arrangement of ballast pump direct
bilge suction from the port sids of the Engine Room
is not clear and you should forward a rough sketch
showing this arrangsment, since it 1s not seon how
this suction could be utilised withous shutting the
CeW. pump sea suction. Thers would also be the
possibllity of drawing air through the cooling water
pump discharge system, if this pump,/ by “*W type.
You should also state the sizo of tha maln /CoW. inlet.
