They were bullt
under the survey of the British Corporation, being simlilar
t0o others construsted under this Soeciety's survey( to plans
mutually approved by Lloyd's Fegister and the British
Corporation) which were originally eclassed Al "Fer
Government dervice®. |

The vessels came under the Joeiety's survey in
1920 when considerable alterations were made to render them
suitable for carrylng cargo, i.mi they were classed by the
CommitteelOOAl,

The question has now been raised as to when the
Special Survey Yo.l should be reckoned to become due,
and in the eirocumstances it is submitted that the Soclety's
Surveyors might be asked to state whether, in view of the
amount of work carried out when the vessels were converted
for cargo carrying and clessification with the Soclety, they
are of the opinlon that the survey then held might be
eonsidered as a Specicl Survey Ned3 in order that the lst
Special Survey lNo.l might be dated from the completion of

that survey.
