the machlnery and the Screwshaft Survey, together with a
racord of Classed 9,47 and other appropriate notations.

T have to add that the torsional vibration
charactoristics of the main propelling machinery have not
been investigated ancd should it bo desired I shall have
pleasure in arranging for the Soclsty's Surveyors to carry
out an investigation in this respect. In the meantime
the machinery certificate, which is now enclosed together
with one for tha hull, has bsen endorsed "Torsional vibration
characteristics not investigated".
