ra—-clasged.

For your infermation I may say that it appeared
in Nevemper 1919 when the vessel was subnitted for Specilal
Survey No. 1 and repairs that the trawler was being employed
in carrying general cargo on the cvast. Tha Ipswich
Surveyor was informed that to entitle the vessel ito the
full 100A1 oclass the bulkhead at the fure end of tho
machinery space would require tu be sitrengthened, sultable
hatchvay coamings and supports provided, the pillaring
througnout made in accordance with the Rules and the machinery
canpings to be made 7 feet in height asove the deck. It was
further considered that a furecastle should be fitted, and
the equipment made up to the full requirements for carge
vesselsa. The @wners, however, were novt preparsd to
carry cut any structural alterations with the result that
the class was withdrawn.

! in the circumstances I return herewith the
gertificates and would suggest that you should explain
the facts to the new Owner and ascertain whether he desires
t¢ have the vessel re—classed, in which case the 8Specilal
Burvey lio. 2, due ilarch last year, wolld be necessary,
, together with the requirements set forth above, if it is
atlll proposed to use the vessel for carge purposes.
